Candidates are advised to read the instructions carefully. The applicant are further advised
to practice online for the Mock Test, Link for which has been provided on the Commission
website i.e. www.hssc.gov.in in ¢ Public Notice ” Section. The candidates can practice for
mock test any number of times without any restrictions.

Candidate shall bring legibly printed Admit Card with recent colored photo pasted on it at
mark B duly attested by Gazetted Officer and one identity proof with photo like Driving
License, Voter Card, Aadhar Card, Passport etc. at the Examination Centre failing which
candidate will not be allowed to enter in the Examination Centre.

Candidate should ensure that he/she possesses the requisite qualifications and age etc. and
fulfils all the eligibility conditions for the said post as per advertisement on the cutoff date. In
case, at any stage, it is found that candidate does not fulfill the essential eligibility
conditions, his/her candidature shall be immediately cancelled without assigning any reason
or notice besides taking such other action as deemed appropriate by the Commission. No
claim/compensation shall be admissible in this regard. The Admit Card is provisional and
subject to fulfillment of advertised eligibility conditions on the cutoff date.
